I. What is an Entrepreneur? 

a. An Entrepreneur: is a person who invents/creates and manages his or her own business. 
b. An Entrepreneur: is also the CEO that oversees the entire operation of the business or company. 
c. A business: is a firm or corporation that is legally recognized by the government, city or state.  A business is officially legal when it becomes fully incorporated. 

Other definitions:

A business: is an organization or economic system where goods and services are exchanged for one another or for money. 

Every business requires some form of investment and enough customers to whom its output can be sold on a consistent basis in order to make a profit. 

Businesses can be privately owned, not-for-profit or state-owned. An example of a corporate business is PepsiCo, while a mom-and-pop catering business is a private enterprise.

Activity for Day 1 

I. Steps for Creating/Making the business card to advertise your business

A. Go to Appleworks 6, 
B. Go to File and click on “Show Starting Points”, then choose Business cards and continue with the steps given below.
a. Click next to go to the next step or window
b. Now under category choose a “company focus” or an “employe focus” borders.
c. Under available Cards, choose a card style: Checkers, Left Bars, Pillars or Continuous Line. 
d. Click next to go to the next window menu.
e. Now write the name of the company that you want to create: Example: “Air Jordan Sneakers” or “Rishona’s Law Firm” or Marlon’s Computer Dr. Repairs Store” or “Destiny’s 5 Stars Restaurant.”
f. Enter the division by typing “New York,” or Brooklyn, or Queens or any other borough or state. 
g. Then enter the business address including the borough, the state and the zip code.
h. Click next and type your name, your title: example, CEO or Boss or Supervisor or General Manager) You have to have a Business Logo and a Name for your business card.
i.  When you are finished type your phone number in two places, cellular phone number and your business telephone number and the fax# and then the email address and also the Web address of your company. Examples: email and Web rishona29lawfirm@yahoo.com/http://www.rishonalawfirm.com
j. Now click next and then click create. You have to have an address, phone number, e-mail address and a possible web address. (You may make up some of the information if you desire so). 
k. Now edit your business card by going to the pull down menu and choose layout and then choose layout again under the pull down menu layout.
l. You can increase the picture size by clicking on the zooming window that is located at the bottom left of your page window and then scroll to the left horizontally and scroll up vertically. 
m. You can now add your business logo by doing a Google search on the name of your choosing and see if you can come up with an image.
n. Drag the image to the left and also to the right of your created business car. 
o. Then highlight the text box and go to format and choose your sub pull down option to change the font, size style and color. (Repeat this step for each one)
Activity for Day 2

II. Creating/Making a brochure to advertise the business.

a. Go to the application called “Pages” in your Application Folder. 
b. The template chooser comes up
c. Now go to “Flyer” under page layout and choose an advertisement flyer that is close to the business that you want to advertise or choose one that you prefer.  
d. Type the name of your business, the address or location, and provide an image or picture of your business logo. 
e. Provide a brief description about your business and what it has to offer in the middle section of your flyer.  You must provide pictures of what the company is offering or selling, it does not matter whether it is a Restaurant or Beauty Salon.
f. At the bottom of the page complete the tear-off section by typing the name of your company and the telephone number to call for each.
g. You should make the flyer attractive colorful; enough that will compel people to come and buy at your business. 
h. Be very specific in your words, and do not give too many details.

Types of Business Entities for Tax Purposes
While there are a variety of designations at the state level, for federal tax purposes there are only 6 forms of business organizations:
Sole Proprietor (Form 1040 Schedule C or Schedule F),
C-Corporation (Form 1120),
S-Corporation (Form 1120S),
Partnership (Form 1065),
Trust (Form 1041), and
Non-profit organization (Form 990)

You may notice that the limited liability company (LLC) is not listed above. That's because an LLC can be treated (for tax purposes) as a sole proprietor, as a partnership, as a C-corporation, or as an S-corporation. The owners of the limited liability company (LLC) can pick which tax treatment will apply. By default, an LLC with just one owner is considered a disregarded entity, with the result that the LLC is treated for tax purposes in the same way that the owner of the LLC is taxed. By default, an LLC with two or more owners is considered a partnership. An LLC can opt out of the default treatment by electing to be treated as a Corporation. After electing to be treated as a corporation, owners of an LLC can further elect to be treated as an S-corporation. (For further details, see Publication 3402, Taxation of Limited Liability Companies.)
Overview of Each Type of Business Organization
Sole proprietors are unincorporated businesses. They are also called
independent contractors, consultants, or freelancers. There are no forms you need to fill out to start this type of business. The only thing you need to do is report your business income and expenses on your Form 1040 Schedule C. This is the easiest form of business to set up, and the easiest to dissolve. (An LLC with only a single shareholder, a so-called single-member LLC, is taxed as a sole proprietor on a Schedule C.)

C-Corporations are incorporated businesses. The shareholders of C-corporations have limited liability protection, and corporations have full discretion over the amount of profits they can distribute or retain. Corporations are presumed to be for-profit entities. Corporations must have at least one shareholder.
S-Corporations are a type of corporation. The shareholders of S-corporations have limited liability protection, and the corporations has full discretion over the amount of profits they can distribute or retain. An S-corporation must have at least one shareholder, and cannot have more than 100 shareholders. The net income of the S-corporation is imputed as income to the shareholder, even if the S-corporation decides to retain some or all of the net income.
Partnerships are unincorporated businesses. Like corporations, partnerships are separate entities from the shareholders. Unlike corporations, partnerships must have at lease one General Partner who assumes unlimited liability for the business. Partnerships must have at least two partners. The net income of the partnership is imputed as income to the partners, even if the partnership decides to retain some or all of the net income.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Trusts are usually formed upon the death of an individual and are designed to provide continuity of the investments and business activities of the deceased individual. We will not discuss trusts further.
Nonprofits are corporations formed for a charitable, civic, or artistic purpose. Nonprofits are generally exempt from federal and state taxation on their income, and so they are often called "exempt organizations." Nonprofits reporting their activities, income, and assets to ensure that they are in compliance with federal and state laws governing charities. For additional information on starting, managing, and developing a not-for-profit organization, see the About.com Guide to Nonprofits.
As mentioned above, sole proprietors, S-corporations, and partnerships are taxed at the shareholder level. Corporations, however, are taxed at the corporate level.
